INTERIF LICENSE FOR THE DEVELOP-ENT OF WATER POJER
Jenpeg Site, West Channel of Nelson Hiver

Issued in accordance with the provisions of the
wWater Power Act, Chapter W70, Hevised Statutes
of lanitoba, 1970, and amendments, and of the
Hegulations in force thereunder to govern the
mode of granting and administering Provincial
water-power rights,

WHEREAS Manitoba Hydro, a corporation duly incorporated by Act of
the Legislature of the Province of sanitoba, and whose head office address is
Box 815, Winnipeg 1, Manitoba, (hereinafter called "the Licensee"), by letter
dated January 20, 1972, signed by J.F. Funnell, General Counsel and Secretary,
and by other documents attached thereto, has filed with the Director General
of Water hHesources (Director of the iater Resources Branch, hereinafter called
"he Director!") at Winnipez an application for a license to divert and use
water for the development of power at the Jenpeg site on the West Charnel of
- the Nelson Hiver; and,

JHEHEAS Provinecial water-powers and lands as defined in the Water
Power Act, R,5.i, 1970, Cap. W70, (hereinafter called M"the ﬁct"}, are required
to be used or occupied by the Licensee in carrying out the undertaking for which
this Interim License is granted, the nature of the said undertaking being the
constriction of a reinforced concrete powerhouse situated adjacent to the
Jenpeg control structure (the Jenpeg diversion channel and control structure
were authorized to be constructed by interim license, as auended by supplementary
interim license, for the control and regulation of Lakes .Jinnipeg, Playsreen and
diskittogisu); and all necessary machinery and equipment required for the
development, generation, transformation, and transmission of electric power
for industriai and general purposes, as shown or described more particularly
by means of the record plans and data filed with the Director, as specified
hereinaffer; and,

AHEHEAS the Licensee has fully complied with the requirements of
the Lanitoba Water Power dejulations, being wanitova regulation 95/45 and all
anenduents thereto (hersinafter called "the wegsulations), insofar as it is

required for the issue to the Licensee of this Interim License; and,
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WHEREAS the Licensee has duly executed an acceptance of the terms
and conditions of this Interim License and has undertaken to observe and fulfil
all the terms and conditions which under this Interim License and under the
Hegulations the Licensee is required to observe or fulfil;

NO.i THEREFORZ, under authority of and subject to the provisions of
the Act and Regulations, this Interim License is issued, granting to the
Licensee:

(a) The right to divert and use waters of the Jest Channel of

the Nelson River at the Jenpeg site,

(b) The right to develop electric power and energy from the said
waters,

(¢) The right to generate, transmit, distribute, sell and deliver
the said electric power and energy and for that purpose to use
and occupy the lands of the Province hereinafter described, and

(d) The right to construct, operate and maintain the undertaking,
the location and description of which are shown upon the record
plans numbered and filed in the office of the Director at
Winnipeg, except as the said undertaking may be modified or
extended with the approval of the kinister of iiines, Resources
and Environmental ilanagement (hereinafter called "the ilinister™),
in accordance with plans previocusly submitited and approved.

Subject, nevertheless, to the provisions of the Hegulations and of
any other regulations now or hereinafter in forece governing the granting or
administering of Provinecial water-powers and the lands required in connection
with the development and use thereof, and to the following special terms and
conditions, namely:

1. The Licensee shall file the general construction plans of the
undertaking authorized hereby with the Director in such form
and detail as is required by the Hegulations within three (3)
months from the date of this Interim License.

2. After the general construction plans have been approved, the
Licensee shall begin the construction of the undertaking authorized
hereby within the time limit provided in the Repulations, and

shall thereafter without interruption, except such as may be
