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 WINNIPEG  -  Manitoba Hydro is jacking up its natural gas rates by just under 11 per cent, effective May 1.
 The increase means the average homeowner will have to pay an extra $10 per month for natural gas.
 For commercial and higher-volume customers, rates will increase between 11 and 16 per cent.
 The Crown-owned utility blames "persistently high natural gas commodity prices" for the increase.
 Manitoba Hydro adjusts gas rates every three months, depending on market conditions. The utility does not make a profit from the sale of primary gas.
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
