Hydro to explain Keeyask funding

ENERGY Minister Dave Chomiak yesterday said he's asked Manitoba Hydro to review the specifics of over $14 million it paid to Tataskweyak Cree First Nation.

 Chomiak said the payments can be accounted for. He's asked Hydro CEO Bob Brennan to meet with the community and review what the money was spent on.

 Hydro says the money covered consulting, travel and other expenses incurred by TCN which would be affected by a proposed $3.5 billion Keeyask dam project.

 Questions about the payments were raised by community members and opposition politicians who say residents haven't seen a dime.
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
