Hearings on Wuskwatim dam end today 

Wednesday, June 9th, 2004
THE Clean Environment Commission wraps up its hearings into the proposed $1-billion Wuskwatim hydroelectric dam today. 

The commission has 90 days to finish its report on the project and deliver it to Conservation Minister Stan Struthers, who will decide when it will be released to the public. 

Manitoba Hydro and the Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation will make their concluding remarks today. The two groups are partners in the project. 

The province wants to build the 200 megawatt Wuskwatim dam near Thompson. 

The Manitoba Metis Federation has expressed concerns the project could interfere with hunting and fishing rights. 

Groups such as the Manitoba Society of Seniors have sought assurances the project's revenues will keep hydro rates affordable.
