Wuskwatim hearings extended into June

THE public review of Manitoba Hydro's proposed Wuskwatim dam will stretch into June after the Manitoba Clean Environment Commission again extended the hearing that was originally expected to wrap up in early April. 

The panel will now sit June 7 until possibly June 10 from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. to hear closing statements from all participants at the Radisson Hotel in downtown Winnipeg. It was already scheduled to meet May 25 to 28 at the Sheraton Hotel on Donald Street. 

Panel chairman Gerard Lecuyer said it is the commission's first experience with a combined environmental and economic review. "That made for a longer process than we anticipated." 

Much of the extra time has involved the commission's lawyer questioning Manitoba Hydro, its potential business partner Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation and interveners.
