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Manitoba Hydro reaches $1.2-M settlement with Nelson House

A $1.2-million settlement agreement between Manitoba Hydro, the province and the community of Nelson House has been signed to address the effects of damages from past Hydro developments in the region.

The community, which is adjacent to the Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation (NCN), will receive the funds over the course of nine years.

A Manitoba Hydro official said that similar agreements with communities adjacent to First Nations at Norway House and Cross Lake are also in the works. Other similar agreements have been made with other northern communities that do not have treaty status.

These settlements are not part of the multi-million Northern Flood Agreement that was negotiated over the past several years with five northern First Nations.
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
