Chiefs seek meeting on dam

The five northern Cree First Nations who signed the 1977 Northern Flood Agreement (NFA) with the province want the government and Manitoba Hydro to start talking to them now about the development of the proposed Conawapa dam.

Chiefs and councillors of Nisichawayasihk Cree Nation (Nelson House), the Norway House Cree Nation, York Factory Cree Nation, the Tataskweyak Cree Nation (Split Lake) and Pimicikamak Cree Nation (Cross Lake) "insist" that the province and Manitoba Hydro reach a consensus with the NFA communities before more public statements about Conawapa are made.
